We will also learn how to counterbalance, vault and progress info a handstand
in gymnastics.

Autumn term:

The focus will be on introduction to Spanish
and initial interactions, such as greetings and
family.

Throughout the year, we will be listening to and exploring a range of musical genres, artists and composers and
describing instruments and musical elements that are used. Can you listen and discover our Music of the Week
further together at home?

Autumn 1:

We will be using our substantive knowledge of vocal accuracy, embedding performance skills and vocal health,
to perform a range of songs with harmony. We will be able to differentiate certain notes orally, and confidently
pick up songs quickly.

Autumn 2:

We will be collaborating with our peers to perform pieces of music together on different instruments, focusing on
elements to make playing more accurate and musical. Using technology, we will be creating music with a
range of instruments that are appropriate for the genre, and selecting musical elements to create mood.

We will also explore
anti-social behaviour, group dynamics and being an effective role model.

Autumn 2: ‘Celebrating Difference’

Children will discuss difference as both a cause of conflict and celebration. We will learn
about disability and explore children’s perceptions of what it means to be ‘normal’. We

will also further develop children’s understanding of bullying and power struggles.

Mrs Caswell and Mrs Irvine work with
many children throughout all year
groups to explore their emotions and
learn how to handle these big feelings.
We are incredibly lucky to have a
dedicated Thrive room so children feel
comfortable to share their feelings and
worries. We use the children'’s
personalised plans to plan fun games
and activities to help them understand
how they feel and to teach them
strategies to self-regulate. During the
autumn term, we will be holding family
thrive sessions.
